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FOLK DANCE OF THE BODOS Birajit Basumatary

Folk dance is one of the most important genres of performing folk arts. According to J.W.
Kealiinohomoku “folk dance is folk dance performed by the folk”. From the earliest days of
civilization, dance has been part of human expression throughout the world serving diverse cultural
functions. The literary terms of dance in Bodo is ‘Mwsanai’. According to L Brahma, “Mwsanaiis
composed of two words, e.g.Mwdwm+ Sanai=Mwsanai. Here,’Mwdwm’ means ‘Body’ and ‘Sanai’
means ‘To be twisted’. Thus the word Mwsanai means twisting of body in bewitching motions and
waves”. The Bodos go together and share many important characteristics during the dance
performance such as Bihu or Bwisagu etc. There are varied form of Folk dance. For a convenient
study the Bodo dance can be classified under following the sub-types:

3. Dance associated with the
seasonal, occasional and
agricultural festivals.
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1.Dance associated with the Religious
Festivals:

The traditional religion of the Bodos is
Bathou. In Bathou religion, there are different
kinds of worship or puja are observed in
different seasons and occasions with certain
rites and rituals. Among these worships the
name of Kherai, garjacan be mentioned.

Generally, the Kheraiis the most important
worship among the Bodos that are performed
with different subjects of Gods and Goddess
where animals, hens, goats etc. are offered.
Now it is seen that most of the followers of
modified Bathou religions worship with
flowers, with water and decorate with betel nut,
flowers, prosad, but they still follow traditional
rites, rituals and dances. This song-cum-
dances are performed only by women to the
accompaniment if folk kham “kherai”. It has
already been said that the kheraiis the
greatest religious festival of the Bodos. The list
of kheraimwsanai has been sorted in the
given above table.

2. Dance associated with the life cycle:

Life cycle consists of birth, marriage
and death. In this world there are many rites
and rituals associated with the life cycle in
different communities. Besides the rites and
rituals there are many dances that are
performed in connection with birth and
marriage. In the Bodo society there are also
dances associated with the marriage and
ceremony. The dance is called
Habajanaimwsanai. ‘Haba’ means ‘marriage’
work while ‘Janai’ means to ‘eat’. So the
words  “HabajanaiMwsanai” bears the
meaning of the Bodo dances associated with
the marriage ceremony. Dance associated with
the life cycle has been categorized in two parts
as given above in the above table.

3.Dance Associated with the Seasonal,
Occasional and Agricultural Festivals:

There are many festivals in the Bodo
Society. The Bwisagu, magwdomasi,

amthisuaetc are the main seasonal and
agricultural festival of the Bodos. Among these

festivals the Bwisagu is the most celebrated
biggest seasonal and agricultural festival of the
Bodos.

The BohagBihu is known as Bwiasgw or
Bwisagu among the BodoKachari. Bwisagu
is a Bodo word ‘baisa’ means “year or age”
and ‘agu’ means ‘start’. Hence Bwisw + agu
= bwisagu means the starting of the years or
age. It is indeed to say that dance or
Bwisagumwsanai is the most important dance
of the Bodos that is performed during the
spring time. Therefore the associated dances
of this festival are called “Bwisagumwsanai”.
It is also called “Rongjanay-Bazanay”. Dance
associated with the seasonal, occasional and
agricultural festival has been given in the
above table. Some of the main Bodo folk
dance of the Bodo society has been high
lightened given below:

3.1BaqurumbaMwsanai (Butter-fly dance):

The most wonderful and indigenous
dance of Bodo-people is
‘BagurumbaMwsanai’. Bagurumba dance is
also known as “Butterfly dance (mwsanai)”
because this dance of Bodo people of Assam
resembles the movement of butterflies and
birds. Bagurumba composed of four words,
e.g. “Ba + Ega + Rou + Bagaroumba”. ‘Ba
means to shoulder a responsibility’, ‘Ega
means to come out’, ‘Rou means heaven’, high
place of God and ‘Ba means five’. Regarding
this dance an artist SakradhorNarzary also
says- This dance is performed with national
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sentimental. There is no restrictions on the

castes. By this music and dance it is explained
snails are meant to stay in rivers, like that
Daosin (bird) meant to stay in jungles so they
have their own identity. The dresses for
Bagurumba female dance are Dokhna,
Jwmgra, KhwmayaoKheru (ear-rings),

3.2 DahalThungriSibnaiMwsanai  (Dance
with the sword):

DahalThungriMwsanai is nothing but
one kind of modified dances. The dance is
taken from traditional Kherai worship. This
dance is performed by girls alone on the stage.
Now it is also choreographed by
BarlangphaNarzary. According to him, it is
composed of two kinds music from Kherai
dance i.e. one is DahalSibnaiMwsanai and
another is Sa GwlaoMwsanai. In this dance
only maidens perform with Dahal (Shield) in
their left hand and Thungri (Sword) in their
right hand. This dance is signifies the
preparation for war against the enemies. The
dance symbolizes their Zeal to fight against
their enemies. The mood of the dance is very
powerful and energetic. They try to incorporate
all of their strength and courage to protect
themselves and their land from the others. At
the beginning they pray to the mother earth
and in the course of the dance they also show
their firm faith in the power of nature to give
them energy and patience. They also worship
sun god to give them power and strength.

Bodo society to marry couple from one own

KhanaiKhithlangKhatobnai. The dresses
used by the male dancers and instrument
plays are Gamcha (Bodo loincloth), Shirt
(made of Bodo Cloth), Aronai and Turban
(made of Bodo cloth and put on the Bodo
style).

Through the dance it is seen that the dancers
try to make a request to the Mother Nature i.e.
Bar (air), Dwi (water), Ha (earth), Or (fire),
Okhrang (sky) to give them a part to its
strength so that they can fight back their
enemies.

3.3 Bardwisikhlamwsanai (Myth dance):

Bardwisikhla is one of the most
important folk dances of the Bodos. There is a
myth associated with the term Bardwisikhla.
In the Bodo society Bardwisikhla is a young
girl and presumed to be the daughter of a
Bodo who has been married to a bridegroom of
some distance place of the west. Bardwisikhla
visits her mother's home once a year at the
advent of springtime Bwisagu (Bihu) brings
strong wind and heavy rainfall and she is
regarded as afemale spirit. The
term Bardwisikhlais
a Bodo word. In the

RABHA CULTURE

Assam, the meeting ground of diverse cultures is indeed a land of
"Unity in Diversity". The people of the enchanting state of Assam are an
intermixture of various racial stocks such as Mongoloid, Indo- Burmese
Indo-Iranian, and Aryan. Likewise, the Assamese :
culture is a rich and exotic tapestry of all these races ?
that evolved through a long assimilative process.

The culture of Assam is traditionally a hybrid
one, developed due to the cultural assimilation of
different ethnocultural groups. Out of which, the Rabha &
tribe and their culture is a notable one.

The Rabhas are considered as one of the most
significant plain tribes of Assam. The Rabhas belong to the

Mongoloid community and have similarities with other K ’

tribal groups. The Rabha community has a rich,
multi-faceted, and distinct culture of its own. The
Agricultural practices, food habits, and belief
systems of the Rabhas reflect a conglomeration
of features from both the Aryan and Mongoloid
culture.

The village economy is based on w— NPy o
agriculture and both men and women work in the \ ]
fields. The women love to wear colorful clothes &
that they weave themselves and they wear a lot =
of beads and silver ornaments. The Rabhas
celebrate three main festivals and also observe
'Farkanti' in remembrance
their clan. In the various festi
women sing and dance to th
like the Karra, flute, and singa.
nonvegetarians and rice is their staple food.

The traditional economy of the Rabhas \
in general is based on agriculture, forest-based
activities, and weaving. BesinLcultivation,
hunting was also an old practice of the Rabha
people. The Rabhas have a rich tradition of
festivals or ceremonies and people traditionally
practice a few animistic rituals. The Baikho is the
principal deity of the Rabhas which is associated
with the crops; worshipped only.

once in a year with a great ceremony
during April and May. However, today they more
often follow a faith, which is q blend of some Hindu s
and a few animistic rituals. The A

forest Rabhas follow traditional animistic
practices tinged with some rituals of mainstream
Hinduism. On the other hand, village Rabhas have
merged with local Hindus as _ﬁ‘ r religious
practices are concerned.
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The women of the Rabha Tribe are greatly attracted to ornaments. They used ornaments as a marker
of social status, personal status, a signifier of some form of affiliation for belonging to an
ethnic, religious, and social tribe, and also used in the artistic display. The Rabhas are called efficient
weavers in making traditional dresses. They use various kinds of dress in day-to-day life. In the
antique times, both male and female together worshipped different deities, festivals; on that occasion,
they must have worn their traditional dresses.

Culture is the heart and soul of a society. It is the manifestation of what a particular set of people
thinks, feels, believes in, and holds as ideal. Rabha culture is an elegant assemblage of various
traditions, rituals, and beliefs of the Rabha people. But, very, unfortunately; today the Rabha people
are fighting to save their land and identity, which is undoubtedly a matter of concern. So, search more,
learn and cultivate your culture. Because "If we are to preserve culture we must continue to create it."

But choosing what
‘not’ to study from the heap is crucial. ldentify
the topics from which maximum gquestions are
asked. It is said in General Studies part of the
paper, ‘everything under the sun’ is the
syllabus. True that, but there is a definite
pattern, not everything is asked. Thinking from
an examiner’s point of view on a topic would
help what might be asked. Here at this point,
some kind of guidance maybe needed for a
beginner, but once you know which way to go,
the journey has to be entirely yours.
Remember, no one can study on behalf of you.

The conduct time of the examination is
very long, therefore the topics need to be



revised again and again. The catch here is to
pick such a subject for the Mains examination
which an aspirant has actual interest on.

Being from a Technical background
and seating for the examination with Arts
subject was a big challenge for me initially. But
then | learnt that engineers are exceling in
every field they chose. We already have the X-
factor within us, it only needs to be unleashed.
Engineering minds are trained such that they

Career in Civil Services: And How to Prepare

Civil service is the structure that is
responsible for carrying out administration of
the country. It is the best career option for
anybody who wants to participate in the
process of nation building as civil servants are
the executing agency of the developmental
policies and programmes of the Government.
Along with an opportunity to serve the people
and work for upliftment of the society, there is
immense prestige and authority attached with
the service. By entering into civil services one
becomes the part and parcel of that fraternity
which helps in smooth implementation of all
the developmental policies and schemes of our
developing country. So, one small decision by
a civil servant can help to contribute in a large
way towards the development and welfare of
the country.

Another interesting aspect of career in
civil services is it never gets tedious as the job
offers immense diversity. In my short career of
just 6 months in Assam Civil Services so far |
have had the opportunity to work in various
fields. Just after joining the service | had to
work for smooth conduct of the biggest festival
of democracy i.e. the Assembly Elections.
Soon after the elections got over there came
new assignments like COVID-19 vaccination in
association with health department and Jal
Jeevan Mission in association with Public
Health Engineering department. The job brings
with it immense challenges because you never

know in which field you will be working the next
day.

About preparations for civil services
examination the one and only secret to
success is hard work. Sometimes a little smart
work is also required along with hard work. For
a beginner who wants to prepare for civil
services examination the first question that
appears is when to start preparation, whether
one should start preparation right from the
days of under graduation course or after
completion of graduation. | personally feel that
when one is doing graduation he/she should
be focusing on that only, because the
knowledge acquired during that phase is
ultimately going to help in clearing civil
services examination. From my personal
experience, | feel an aspirant must develop
certain qualities before starting preparations.
One of such qualities is ruthless determination,
as the examination process is quite lengthy
and the success rate is very low. Lakhs of
candidates apply for civil services examination
but only a few succeed. So, one has to be
ready to accept failures and stay positive and
focused on the goal all the time.

To create a basic understanding of all
the subjects like history, geography, political
science, social science etc the first and
foremost thing is thorough study of NCERT
textbooks. To excel in the General Studies
paper and to remain updated with the entire



current affairs one must make newspaper
reading a habit. Another question that comes
to every aspirant’s mind is whether coaching is
necessary or not. In my opinion, coaching
institutions can be helpful in the initial stages of
preparation as they put the preparations in the
right direction by basically segregating what to
study and what not to study. During my
preparation phase | had taken help from
various online courses that are available for
free in Youtube by various leading coaching
institutions.

Wise selection of optional subject is
another important issue. A lot of students tend
to select an optional subject which was high
scoring in previous years irrespective of their
interest. However, | feel that the main reason
for selection of optional subject should be
whether you have genuine interest in learning
that subject or not. Even though | am a
Chemical Engineering graduate | had selected
Assamese literature as one of the optional
subject as | had avid interest in Assamese
literature.

Many aspirants often come up with a
guestion like how many hours of study per day
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is required to clear civil services examination.
According to me it very much depends upon
the respective individual. During my
preparation phase | never had fixed hours of
study every day, rather | had adopted a target
based approach to complete certain topics
within a specific time period. | had divided the
entire syllabus to small parts and used to set
up small goals of completing certain lessons or
topics within a certain time interval.

Every successful candidate gives
his/lher own strategy about how he/she
prepared, but what | feel is every aspirant
should devise their own strategy. It is solely
upon one’s individual strength to improvise on
strategies shared by successful candidates
and implement them during preparations.

Getting into the civil services is a
grueling task. However, after the demanding
selection process, the real challenge emerges
once you take charge. All the duties assigned
to a civil servant are in the interest of public
service. Keeping ethical and moral values
intact, civil servants must be ready to work
24X7 with full dedication to discharge every
duty assigned to them.

WHY ENGINEERS ARE/UNEMPLOYED IN INDIA?

The Indian engineers have started to be devalued with an increase in the number of
engineering seats and more engineering colleges being set up every year. The country's BE/BTech
degree has further lost its importance in recent years. Aspiring Minds- An employability assessment
company released a survey in 2019 that said that 80 per cent of Indian engineers are unemployed for
a job in the knowledge economy.The All India Survey on Higher Education (AISHE) 2019 report by
the Ministry of Human Resources stated that the field of engineering is the fourth popular stream with
38.52 lakh students who enrolled in different institutes in the country. New engineering institutes were
established all across India when the IT industry was growing. However, these institutes compromised
on the curriculum and aimed more at finding linkages with industry along with a poor student-faculty.
Except for the 1ITs, some of the NITs and a few of the private engineering colleges, these institutes



could not make the candidates job-ready which further led students to get jobs in Group D. Such jobs
did not require more than class 12 certificates.

From 2017 to 2018, not more than 50 per cent of candidates got jobs from the AICTE
approved colleges. Out of the 7.92 lakh graduates, only 3.52 lakh could get hold of employment
through campus placements, data as provided by Ramesh Pokhriyal, HRD Minister in 2019. The data
does not include engineering students who secured jobs outside of the campus placements or went
for some other option.The guestion is why were so many engineering colleges established in the
country after all.

It is because of the IT boom in 2000-2015 and the need for more IT Knowledge workers in
different companies in the world which only increased over the years. Nevertheless, the massive
automation in the sector had an untoward impact on the industries. The issue was brought up many
times in AICTE wherein it was decided that the market forces should be left to decide on the matter
with the best performers.The industry bodies never came up with a solution and said that AICTE could
not estimate the requirements of the industry. This led to the opportunities for the education
entrepreneurs who made the best out of the same.

According to media reports, 2017 was marked by an uneven growth in colleges in the field. In
2016-17, AICTE said that around 51 per cent of the undergraduate engineering seats were left
vacant. In 2019, hardly 10 lakh of 14.9 lakh seats were filled and states like West Bengal and Odisha
have registered less than 50 per cent intake of students.

During the period of 2010-11, around 330 undergraduate colleges out of a total of
approximately 450 engineering colleges were set up. Many of these institutions were shut down since
2016. The HRD minister revealed that the AICTE had closed around 130 engineering institutes in the
country. In addition to that, it also said that colleges which did not fill more than 30 per cent of their
overall seats in the past five years were shut down. For the first time in 2019, all BE/BTech seats at
the UG level were filled at the IITs. To ensure the same for all the other colleges in the country, the
ministry of HRD has launched different initiatives including internships, contemporary labs in Al, cloud
computing, machine learning, lot and so on.

Former HRD secretary said that the funding of technical education in India must be increased
and the recent decision taken by the government to stop all PG scholarships will only lead to a serious
sink in the enrollment.
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SUPERNOVA

Some stars burn out instead of fading. These stars end their evolutions in massive cosmic
explosions known as supernovae. These violently exploding stars suddenly increase their luminosity
many millions of times it's normal level of explosions.

Supernovae explosion, unlike a Nova outburst, is a cataclysmic event for stars, one that
essentially ends its active energy generating lifetime. When supernovae explode, the jettison matter
into space at some 9000 to 25000 miles per second. These blasts produce much of the material in the
universe including some elements like iron which make up our planet into the interstellar medium and
even ourselves.

Supernovae explosions release not only tremendous amounts of radio waves and x-rays but
also cosmic rays. Some gamma ray bursts have been associated with supernovae. Spectral analyses
show that abundances of heavier elements do indeed form during the course of the explosion. The
shell of a supernovae remnants continuous expand until, at a very advanced stage, it dissolved into
the interstellar medium.

Now, what is the supernova remnants? A supernova remnant(SNR) is the structure resulting
from the explosion of a star in a supernova. This is bound by an expanding shockwave and consists
of ejected materials expanding from the explosion. Supernova remnants are often so hot that they
emit x-rays instead of much optical radiation; this is because the elem are :_sllmost completely
ionized and the spectral lines from shock heated elements like o magnesium, iron and
silicon. Heavy elements are only produced in supernovae, so nants of these distant
explosions within our own bodies.

History of Supernovae Observation:

Various civilizations marked supernovae |
recorded supernovae in RCW85 in A.D.185,
astronomers. According to NASA, their records uest star” stayed in the sky for eight
months. Taurus Historically, only seven supernova known to have been recorded before early
17th century. The most famous of them occurred in 1054 and was seen in one of the horns of the
“Constellation Taurus”. The remnants of this explosion are visible today as Crab Nebula, Chinese and
Korean astronomers recorded this star explosion in their records in 1054. And Southwestern Native
Americans may have seen it as well (according to the rock paintings discovered in Arizona and New
Mexico). It was bright enough to be seen during the day and its great luminosity last for weeks.

Other Supernovae that were observed before telescope was Invented occurred in 393, 1006,
1181, 1572 and 1604. Supernova of 1572 is often called as “Tycho’s supernova” because of Tycho
Brahe's extensive work “De Nova et nullius aevi memoria prius visa Stella”. Brahe wrote about his
observation of the “New Star” in his book which gave rise the name “nova”. However, a Nova differs
from Supernova. Both are sudden outbursts of brightness as hot gas are blown outward, but for a
supernova, the explosion is cataclysmic and signifies the end of the star's life.

The term “supernova” was not used until the 1930s. The word supernova was first coined by
Walter Baade and Fritz Zwicky in 1929.

In the modern era, one of the most famous Supernova was SN1987A from 1987, which is still
being studied by astrggomers because they can see how a supernova evolves in the first few
decades after explosio&

Supernovae add enriching elements to space clouds of dust and gas, further interstellar
diversity, and produce a shock wave that compresses clouds of gas to aid new star formation. But
only a few stars become supernovae. Many stars cool in later life to end their days as white dwarfs
and later, black dwarfs.

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Types of Supernovae:
Supernovae may be divided into two broad classes, Type | and Type II.

» Type | supernova : Star accumulate matter from a nearby neighbor until runaway nuclear

reaction ignites.

Type Il supernova : Star runs out of nuclear fuel and collapse under its own gravity.

Type | Supernova:

In type | Supernovae, in their spectra contain no hydrogen lines and they expand about twice as
rapidly. Type | Supernovae are generally thought to originate from white dwarfs stars in a close binary
system.

As the gas of the companion star accumulates onto the white dwarfs, the white dwarfs is
progressively compressed, and eventually sets off a runaway nuclear reaction inside the star
eventually leads to a cataclysmic Supernova outburst.

Type Ib and Type Ic supernovae also undergo core collapse just as Type Il do, but they have lost
most of their hydrogen envelopes. Type | supernova maybe up to three times brighter than Type II.
Type Il Supernova:

For a star to explode as a type Il Supernova, it must be at several times more massive than
the Sun (estimated run from 8 to 15 solar masses). Like the Sun, it will eventually run out of hydrogen
and then helium fuel at its core. However, it will have enough mass and pressure to fuse carbon.
Gradually heavier elements build up at the center and it becomes layered with elements becoming
lighter toward.the outside of the star. Once the star’s core surpasses a certain mass which known as
Chandrasekhar limit, the star begins to implode also known as core- collapse Supernova. Then the
core heat up and become denser. Eventually the implosion bounces back off the core expelling the
stellar material into space, forming the supernova.

What's left is an ultra dense object called Neutron Star, a city-sized obj pa‘the mass of
the Sun in a small space. p
There are sub categories of Type Il Supernova, classifie urves. The light of the

Recent studies have found that Supernova ant speakers and emit an audible
hum before exploding. If a star was much more massi n the sun (around 20 to 30 solar masses)
and it leaves behind a large core, a new phenomenon will occur. Because, such a burned out core
has no energy source to fuse and thus produces no outward pressure. It may become engulfed by it's
own gravity and turn into a cosmic sinkhole for energy and matter ---- a black hole.

During the early years of the 20th century, after the conception of the t\\eories of relativity and
quantuf\ mechanics, Einstein had sought a unified theory, a single model that can explain the working
and mechanics of the universe. There have been numerous attempts to find one, and even if there
are some, they don’t have much mathematical backing. \

The present generation’s search is for a unified theory that is quantized and explains the
structure of matter too. Such kinds of theories are called GUTs (General Unified Theories) or TOE
(Theory of Everything). The most prominent candidate as a TOE is String Theory con
superstring theory with its six higher dimensions in addition to the 4 preexisting dimensio
univer

or many years, scientists have thought that the simplest objects in the universe are points:'-ﬁ
. String theory says that this is wrong and that the simplest objects in the universe are stri
shaped. They are so small that even when looked very closely, they look like points. Each basic

ave no explanation, which are too much, considering
uffers from the problem in that it does not explain
ecessary ncept of weight.

All these problems can be solved by thinking of the basic particles as strings. There is only
one number with no explanation that gives the size of strings. String theory includes particles that
cause gravity, called gravitons. Thus, String Theory successfully brings General Relativity and
Quantum Mechanics together.

Now, there are some problems with string theory. Usually, when we think of the universe, we
know it has 4 dimensions or basic directions. 3 of these dimensions represent the coordinate axes
and time is the 4th dimension. String Theory needs 10 basic dimensions. These six other dimensions
can be explained if they are imagined as being ‘curled up’, so that they are too small to see. For
example, by following the path of a spiral, it is possible to go a great distance along with by having a
small displacement. So the 6 other dimensions can be thought of as tiny spirals — string that can move
along them in a great distance but not seem to move. This can be looked at as a mathematical trick —
one which has very little to do with the real world that can be seen and touched. Such tricks can be at
least considered if they give us a basic understanding of how the universe works.
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Alhother problem with the string theory is that it has 5 separate versions of it. Each version
allows difIferent kinds of strings and how they work in different ways. As a\theory of everything there
should only one, not 5 versions of it. This is where M-Theory steps in. \

M-Theory

E(Fward Witten introduced the M-Theory to the world in 1995. This the combines the 5
different string theories, along with 11D-Supergravity (another attempt to unify general relativity and
guantum mechanics). He claimed that all these string theories were interconnecte ,\and that they
were part of an ever bigger theory; these theories are just approximations, of the same theory.
Additionally it was found out that the equations that required string theory to exist in 1ziﬂmensions
were approximations of that same bigger theory as well. This bigger theory is one that exists in 11
dimensions.
THis combination is achieved by establishing a web of relationships among each of the string
theories, called dualities. Each of these dualities provides a way of converting one string theory h\%)
another. Some of the main dualities are S-Duality, T-Duality and U-Duality. \
The M-Theory is supported by mathematical models called Calabi — Yau manifolds. These are ’
sophisticated mathematical objects which cannot be detected directly or easily. The additional 6
dimensions are said to exist in these Calabi-Yau manifolds. The strings vibrate in multiple dimension
and depending on how they vibrate, they are seen in 3D space as matter, light or gravity. T

Although i ulation of M-Theory is not yet known, it is still the
ber one con ing that unifies gravity with other forces such as

ral relativity’s gravitational force with quantum

But, M-Theory is not complete yet. Even if the mathematical formulation of the theory has been
explored to a great context, so far, no experimental support of the M-Theory exists. Nevertheless,
many cosmologists are drawn to M-Theory because of its mathematical elegance and relative
simplicity. This gives hope that simplicity is a reason why this theory may describe our world.

Interesting facts
Bored by the above concepts? Well here are some interesting implications that the above theories
have suggested:

String Theory implies that everything in the universe is literally connected

Forces from other dimensions could have had an effect on our very own big bang
There are extra six dimensions (already said before, but its still mind blowing)
Our universe could be an illusion or a projection

Black holes could prove to be portals to other dimensions

The universe is going through an endless cycle of creation and destruction
